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25 See that you do not refuse him who is speaking. For if they
did not escape when they refused him who warned them on
earth, much less will we escape if we reject him who warns
from heaven. 26 At that time his voice shook the earth, but
now he has promised, “Yet once more | will shake not only the
earth but also the heavens.” 27 This phrase, “Yet once more,’
indicates the removal of things that are shaken—that is, things
that have been made—in order that the things that cannot be
shaken may remain. 28 Therefore let us be grateful for receiving
a kingdom that cannot be shaken

Hebrews 12:25-28
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26 For if we go on sinning deliberately after receiving the knowledge
of the truth, there no longer remains a sacrifice for sins, 27 but a
fearful expectation of judgment, and a fury of fire that will consume
the adversaries. 282 Anyone who has set aside the law of Moses dies
without mercy on the evidence of two or three witnesses. 22 How
much worse punishment, do you think, will be deserved by the one
who has trampled underfoot the Son of God, and has profaned the
blood of the covenant by which he was sanctified, and has outraged
the Spirit of grace? 3° For we know him who said, “Vengeance is mine;
| will repay.” And again, “The Lord will judge his people.” 3! It is a
fearful thing to fall into the hands of the living God.

32 But recall the former days when, after you were
enlightened, you endured a hard struggle with sufferings,
33 sometimes being publicly exposed to reproach and
affliction, and sometimes being partners with those so
treated.

Now before he was taken he was commended as having
pleased God.

¢ And without faith it is impossible to please him, for
whoever would draw near to God must believe that he
exists and that he rewards those who seek him.

7By faith Noah, being warned by God concerning events
as yet unseen, in reverent fear constructed an ark for the
saving of his household. By this he condemned the world

and became an heir of the righteousness that comes by
faith.

They went about in skins of sheep and
goats, destitute, afflicted, mistreated— 38 of whom the world was not
worthy—wandering about in deserts and mountains, and in dens and
caves of the earth.

39 And all these, though commended through their faith, did not
receive what was promised, 4% since God had provided something

better for us, that apart from us they should not be made perfect.
