The Conversion Journey

Conversion is a process. It begins with an encounter, leading to contemplation, during which pulling and pushing factors are at play. What are these encounters and factors like? In this session, we will explore what Muslim Background Christians teach us about this journey, and how it informs our approach to evangelism.
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Introduction

Conversion may be a point at which we turn to God wholeheartedly, from whatever past we have had. It may be considered to be an event.

However, most converts from Islam take 2.3 to 2.5 years to make a decision to follow Jesus. Therefore, it is much more appropriate to speak of a conversion Journey.
